Each application is reviewed by an admissions committee and ranked in comparison 
with other applications for the same grade. Also considered is the fit of the applicant to 
Island School's program. Applications received by March 1st will receive priority for the 
upcoming school year. Class size is limited.

A complete application includes the following items:

Completed Parent Questionnaire;

Photograph of applicant (not required but highly recommended);

Application fee of $35;

Copy of current and previous years' report cards;

Copy of recent Standardized Test Results; 

Teacher Reference Report. A reference is required from applicant's 
current teacher. Provide the teacher with a stamped envelope 
addressed to Island School;

Applicant Assessment: schedule with the Admission Office;

Parent & Student Interviews: schedule with the Admission Office

  

Only completed applications will be considered. 

Parent(s)/Guardian(s) of applicants will be informed of the Admission Committee's 
decision by April 15th. Applications received after March 1st will be processed as soon 
as all items have been received.
